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Our Story    
The Northern Nevada ChildrenΩs Cancer Foundation (NNCCF) has provided help, hope, and courage to local 
children battling cancer since 2000. It is the only nonprofit in the region solely dedicated to childhood cancer, 
and does not receive federal or state support. NNCCFΩs programs and services rely on the generosity of 
community partners, individual donors, grants and signature event fundraisers like the Tournament of Hope. 
 
Childhood cancer can be devastating financially and emotionally to children, parents, and siblings. No journey 
through childhood cancer is the same and NNCCF strives to assist each family with individualized care. NNCCF 
helps alleviate the financial burden of childhood cancer by assisting with medical expenses, travel costs related 
to treatment, and other out-of-pocket costs the family may face. NNCCF also provides emotional support 
programs like monthly family events, άNo more chemoέ bell ringing celebrations, counseling reimbursement, 
and the toy closet.  
 
Mission 
Our mission is to enhance the quality of life for children with cancer and their families by providing financial 
assistance and compassionate support programs while advocating for increased research funds and raising 
public awareness.    
 
 
Major Accomplishments  
¶ Provided $6 million in direct financial assistance to local children battling cancer 
¶ Awarded $664,000 to young adult cancer survivors through the Inspire Scholarship Program  
¶ Raised $3.3 million for childhood cancer research by shaving approximately 4,000 heads
